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School Rules

Student Dress Code:

Males:

White button-down oxford shirt, school crest MUST be sewn onto the shirt pocket.

A plain white undershirt can be worn under the uniform shirt and it should NOT be visible.
The sleeves of the undershirt must NOT be longer than the shirt and there should be NO
visible logos or any kind of design.

Grey long pants with two regular pockets (additional side pocket on the leg of the pants
is NOT permitted).

Pants leg SHOULD break at the top of the shoe and should NOT be bungled on top of the
shoe or tucked underneath or placed in the socks.

Black white or grey dress socks and black dress shoes are required.

A black belt with regular buckle is permitted.

Cloth belts, designer belts with fancy buckles are NOT permitted. The belt MUST be
properly looped and secured and NOT HANGING.

Fades, Mohawks and designer cuts are not permitted. Shaving off eyebrow is not
permitted. Facial hair must be shaven. Adding color/dye to the hair is not permitted.

10. PE uniform is to be worn for Physical Education classes.
11. Students are not to be seen wearing jackets during the school day.

Females:
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White blouse and double-pleated grey skirt.

The school crest MUST be sewn onto the upper left breast side of the blouse.
Blouses SHOULD be neatly tucked in.

The skirt length SHOULD extend just below the knee.

A plain white undershirt MUST be worn under the blouse.

Coloured undergarments and tee shirts with logos or designs are NOT permitted.
The school shoes MUST be all black and worn with white socks.

Slippers and stockings are NOT permitted

Female students are NOT permitted to use extension pieces when braiding their hair.

10 One pair of small knobs in ear is permitted
11. PE uniform is to be worn for Physical Education classes.

The use of cell phones:

Cell phones are not permitted and will not be returned until the end of the term if confiscated.

Punctuality

School begins at 8:00 a.m. and ends at 2:20 p.m. daily. Any student arriving to school after
8:30a.m. without a valid will not be permitted to enter classes. If the child is persistently late,
Department of Social Development will be notified.
